In today’s digital world, when we want to turn the volume up or down on our TV or stereo, we 
push the button and get a relative number displayed from 1 – 50 or 1 – 100 with high num-
bers being the loudest, low numbers the softest. 
In music, the composer/arranger/performer can turn the volume up or down in much the same 
way. However, the notation used to describe it harks back to the Italian composers and the 
words they used to describe soft and loud. Here are the symbols and words generally used to 
indicate the relative loudness and softness that is called for in the music. 

Other notations that you may see are those that tell you when and how fast to go from one dy-
namic to another.
